8. Commission’s position:
The Commission accepts in principle amendments 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 13, 14 and 20. These amendments provide either additional clarifications or bring the text in line with international Conventions (e.g. Joint Convention). The Commission accepts subject to redrafting amendments 9, 10, 11, 12 and 16. Amendments 9 to 12 aim at clarifying the automatic acceptance procedure for shipments, therefore the spirit of those amendments should be retained in the final text. Furthermore the Commission accepts in part amendments 15, 17, 18 and 19, in so far as the financial responsibility in case of shipment failure is clearly defined, and placed on persons always based inside the Community, easily identifiable.

Outlook for the amendment of the proposal: The Commission will not formally amend its proposal but positively present to Council the inclusion in the directive of the amendments indicated above.
10.
Outlook for the adoption of the proposal:  The Finnish Presidency plans to discuss Parliament's amendments during the month of September 2006. Given that the text currently under discussion is in principle acceptable to most delegations, adoption could be envisaged by the end of the year.
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
