Commission's position : The Commission generally supports ‘in principle’ Parliament's 24 amendments and will convey this during Council discussions.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal : The Commission will not present a modified proposal since it informed Council orally of its position on Parliament's amendments.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal : The Council is likely to proceed to the formal adoption of the Council Decision at the JHA Council of 5/6 October 2006. In early June, the Council reached a common approach on the text of the Council decision. Therefore it is not very likely that Parliament's amendments will be taken on board.
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
