Analysis of the text and of Parliament’s requests:

The Resolution is based on the Commission Staff Working Document SEC(2005)957 of July 2005 which was at the basis of the European Qualifications Framework (EQF) public consultation process conducted between July and December 2005. It is generally supportive of the EQF initiative, but, as other feedback received during the consultation process, calls for further clarification and simplification, for example, in relation to the descriptors defining the 8 EQF levels, the relationship between the EQF and the Bologna process and between the EQF and Directive 2005/36/EC on professional qualifications in the area of regulated professions.

Reply to these requests and outlook regarding the action that the Commission has taken or intends to take:

The points raised by the European Parliament were important issues that have been dealt with in the preparation of the Commission's formal proposal for a Recommendation of the European Parliament and of the Council on the establishment of the European Qualifications Framework, which was adopted by the Commission on 5 September 2006 (COM(2006)479 final). This draft Recommendation has been submitted to the European Parliament for discussion in the context of the normal legislative process.
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
