Commission’s position: The Commission can accept certain amendments.
The Commission cannot accept amendments 2, 8 and 14 which concern rather technical issues:

Amendment 2: The recital and the corresponding Article should remain as they are in the Commission's proposal (replacement of Article 56 of the Convention in the relations between Member States). This is allowed by Article 64 of the Convention.

Amendment 8: The Commission's intention has never been to restrict the scope to procedural rules. The reference to "rules of procedure" in the original proposal is only an example of the types of rules that could be concerned. Deleting this example removes some clarity.

Amendment 14: Same comments as for amendment 2.

The Commission can accept amendments 1, 3, 5, 6, 9, 10, 11, 12 and 13 which are in line with the discussions in the Council.

Amendment 7: the Commission is globally positive regarding this amendment and supports in particular the last part of the sentence as from "provided that….  A certain degree of dual criminality check is acceptable in the present instrument which does not aim to enable a Member State to have its own decisions executed in another Member State. It is however unlikely that the Member States will take this amendment on board.

Amendments 15 and 16: the Commission can accept them though they are not substantial.

Amendment 4: correction of a spelling mistake.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The Commission will not adopt an amended proposal, but will inform the Council orally of its position on the amendments.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: Political agreement is foreseen for the Council meeting of December 2006.
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
