Analysis of Parliament's Resolution and requests made in it:
The Resolution examines in detail the areas in which young women and girls are the subject of discrimination.  The instruments and measures listed will help to eliminate these factors of gender-based discrimination.

Response to these requests and overview of action taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:

Under the "Education and Training 2010" work programme, the Commission will continue to monitor the gender equality benchmark in the scientific and technological fields.  The "Mathematics, Science and Technologies" Cluster is working in this direction and will take account of the role of gender stereotypes in science education.

The statistics used for education indicators under the open coordination method are gender-disaggregated.

Under the new integrated programme for lifelong learning, one of the priorities set for the Comenius networks for 2007 is to reduce the gender imbalance in the field of scientific education. 
The Commission will draft a communication this year on the modernisation of school education and is planning a communication on education and immigration for 2008. These will also take account of gender aspects, in particular those that could discriminate against girls.
As regards the digital divide that penalises girls, the eInclusion initiative in the field of the information society will certainly contribute to eliminating the digital divide; it will take account of gender aspects.
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
