Brief analysis of the text and of Parliament's requests:

The resolution examines the allegations made in many petitions concerning violations of property rights and the directives on the environment and public procurement when urban development projects are approved by regional and municipal authorities. It focuses particularly on the townplanning laws of Valencia.

The resolution draws the Commission's attention in particular to infringements of the Directives on the environment, water and consumer policy.

Reply to these requests and outlook regarding the action that the Commission has taken or intends to take:

In the matter of public procurement, the Commission decided on 27 June 2007 to refer the matter of Valencia's townplanning laws to the Court of Justice.

As regards respect for the environment, the Commission will continue to monitor the application of Community law and, where such law is violated, will take whatever measures may be required.
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
