Commission’s position: The Commission can accept many of amendments adopted by Parliament as they are in line with the spirit and the content of the Commission proposal.

Among those amendments that cannot be accepted are amendments 18 and 20 concerning staff matters. As Joint Undertakings are Community bodies, it is required that the Staff Regulations of the European Communities apply to all personnel employed by them. The Commission agrees that the staff recruitment procedure, within the framework of the Staff Regulations, should be as fast and flexible as possible.

Outlook for the amendment of the proposal: The Commission services informed the Council instances orally of the position on the various amendments, a number of which were taken into account in the General Approach agreed by the Council on 23 November 2007. This General Approach has the Commission's agreement.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: The Decision was adopted by the (Environment) Council at its meeting of 20 December 2007.
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
