Commission’s position: The Commission can accept the major part of the adopted amendments as they are in line with the spirit and the content of the Commission's proposal.

Among those amendments that cannot be accepted are:

Amendments 3 and 14 concerning staff matters. As Joint Undertakings are Community bodies, it is required that the Staff Regulations of the European Communities apply to all personnel employed by them. The Commission agrees that the staff recruitment procedure, within the framework of the Staff Regulations, should be as fast and flexible as possible.

Amendment 41 relating to the evaluation of the contributions by research and development organisations participating in Projects. The modalities of this evaluation cannot be established solely by the Governing Board, because the evaluation has to be based on the definition of the eligible costs of the participation of organisations in projects, which will be in most cases determined by the national authorities issuing national grants to participants according to national rules. In the case of participants that do not have a matching national contract, the evaluation of their contribution will be done according to FP7 rules.

Outlook for the amendment of the proposal: The Commission services informed the Council instances orally of the position on the various amendments, a number of which were taken into account in the General Approach agreed by the Council on 23 November 2007. This General Approach has the Commission's agreement.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: The Decision was adopted by the Council at its meeting of 20 December 2007.
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
