Commission's position: The Commission can accept one of the three amendments adopted by the Parliament.

Amendment No 1 - To replace Comitology by setting a fixed date (31 December 2009).

The Commission can accept this amendment. The proposed date is in line with the conclusions of the Commission's report.

Amendment No 2 - To call for a report on the justification for EID.

The Commission cannot accept this amendment, because it would question the basic principle of individual traceability of sheep and goats laid down in Regulation (EC) No 21/2004.
Amendment No 6: To request a recital calling for incorporating the possibility of financial support for procuring EID equipment within the MS's rural development programmes.

The Commission cannot accept this amendment, because it goes beyond the content of the dossier.
