Brief analysis/assessment of the resolution and requests made in it:
The Parliament is supporting the EU Animal Health Strategy proposed by the Commission. It calls for greater ambition and for a longer-term view from the Commission when bringing forward its legislative proposals, which will enable benefits to be derived from other discussions that will affect the EU's budgetary resources and political priorities in the future (point 4). It voices its dissatisfaction at the indications that individual measures will be financed from existing funds, and calls on the Commission to advocate enhancing the possibilities of the current veterinary fund, preparing its arguments for the budget discussions that will be launched in 2009 (point 25).

Response to requests and overview of action taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:
An Animal Health Action Plan is currently under Inter Service Consultation. It will be adopted by the Commission within the coming weeks (as a Commission Communication). It will respond to the resolution of the Parliament giving an overview of the actions taken in the area of Animal Health.
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
