Brief analysis / assessment of the resolution and requests made in it:
The resolution supports the work of the Transatlantic Economic Council and underlines the importance of a close transatlantic partnership. It reviews a long list of actual and potential issues on the TEC agenda and expresses specific views on these issues. On many items, there is no specific addressee for the views the resolution states. In its last section, the resolution deals with the question of how the European Parliament can improve its own structures to conduct a “transatlantic legislators’ dialogue”.

Response to requests and overview of action taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:
Commission services will take into account the views expressed in the resolution on such a wide range of topics as Financial Services, EU-US trade and regulatory cooperation, Agricultural issues, Cooperation regarding energy, industry and science, the World Trade Organization (WTO) and the Doha Development Agenda, and Regional development whenever these are raised in the context of the TEC. Both the setting of the TEC’s agenda and the course of discussions on individual items are of course subject to agreement with the Commission’s counterparts in the US government.
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
