Brief analysis/assessment of the resolution and requests made in it:

This annual report gives an upbeat self-assessment of the activity the Committee and complains about their lack of resources, some defects of Parliamentary organisation, the time procedures can take (especially at the ECJ), the general lack of compensation mechanisms under Community law, and the apparent indifference of the Council to its work. It asks to have the word "citizen's" added to the Committee's name and for a possibility to take petitioners' cases directly to the ECJ. As far as the Commission is concerned, the resolution calls for more information on infringement procedures which might be of interest to the petitioners.

Response to requests and overview of action taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:

The Commission has already stated on numerous occasions, especially in the context of the debates on the annual reports on the application of Community law that it actively seeks to improve the transparency of work on complaints and infringements, whilst respecting the prerogatives of the Institutions and notably the obligation of loyal collaboration between the Commission and the Member States.
