Commission’s position: The Commission cannot accept the proposed amendments.
The reasons for the non-acceptance are:
· the Commission has already deployed great efforts, and keeps on doing so, with the review process. The results of the consultation process will be discussed and the Parliament will be strongly involved;
· the amendments proposed by the EP repeat what is already stated elsewhere in legal texts and declarations. Such a repetition is not recommended in an act dealing merely with implementation issues;
· the amendments proposed by the EP fall outside the scope of the regulation (EC) 1150/2000, which is limited to determining implementation rules on how the own resources have to be made available, and this taking into account the system of the own resources adopted in the own resources decision 2007.

Outlook for the Commission’s opinion: No need for an amended proposal, as the Commission is not accepting the proposed amendments. Council agreed with the position of the Commission.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: The Council is expected to adopt the proposal in the coming days. Member States have already declared their agreement on the proposal.
