Amendment 1 – Rejected
The Commission believes that granting public aid to renewal and modernization of the fleet leads to fleet overcapacity and low economic efficiency in the medium to long-term. The said derogation was granted, as it was limited in time and after that, the main rules on fleet management should prevail.
Amendment 2 – Accepted
Amendment 4 – Rejected
As Amendment 5 is rejected the Amendment 4 should also be rejected.
Amendment 6 – Rejected
Extends for three years the derogation allowing to give public aid to the construction of new vessels.
Amendment 7 – Accepted
Amendment 8 – Partially Accepted
The Commission accepts the new deadline for its report but keeps its right to decide whether or not to propose adjustments to the regulation in view of the findings of the report, without a need to have a specific mandate.

Outlook for the amendment of the proposal: Some of the Amendments accepted by the Commission are envisaged to be included in the Presidency compromise text.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: The proposal is likely to be adopted by Council as an A point.
