Commission’s position: The Commission can accept all amendments.
A compromise text was drawn up at a trilogue meeting held on 6 October 2008. The compromise text was agreed in COREPER on 14 October and its President wrote the same day to the Chair of the relevant European Parliament committee (LIBE) to confirm the Council's agreement on the text.
Compared to the Commission's original proposal, the main changes are as follows:
· Comitology for assessment of the projects proposed following calls for proposals for Community funding, where the estimated Community contribution is equal to or more than EUR 500 000;
· Replacement of the range of percentages for the indicative budget breakdown for each action by a single figure;
· Additional details under certain actions, which are consistent with the original proposal, for instance:
Under Action 1, Fighting against illegal content and harmful conduct online, actions will be taken to build a common European database collecting information on child abuse and to ensure its connection with Europol, and engaging domain name registries where this is not the case and strengthening co-operation where it does exist.
Under Action 2, Promoting a safer online environment, encouraging and assisting providers to develop labelling.
Under Action 4, Establishing a knowledge base, analysis of statistics and trends from different Member States to allow law enforcement agencies and relevant authorities from Member States to reduce duplication of existing efforts and maximise the use of current and future resources.
The Report of MEP Angelilli and the EP Opinion in First Reading exactly correspond to the agreed text. The Commission accepts the compromise text agreed by both co legislators.

Outlook for the amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and the Council, endorsed by the Commission.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: The Council will adopt the text in December as an A point.
