Commission's position: The Commission can accept certain amendments.
The Parliament's resolution proposes three amendments. The Commission can accept amendment 1 and the first part of amendment 2 (reference to Memorandum of Understanding in Article 5(1)), whereas the Commission cannot accept the suggestion in the second part of the amendment that the established procedure should be changed by obliging the Member State in question to place all the necessary information at the disposal of the European Parliament. The third part could be accepted, but it is not necessary and the Financial Counsellors and Coreper decided not to include it. The Commission cannot accept amendment 3 (changing the obligation of reporting from every 3 years to every 2 years and introducing the requirement for the Council of consulting the EP on the examination of the facility), but the Commission could report at any other time should there be a specific need.
The Council followed the Commission's views as regards EP's amendments and introduced amendment 1 and the first part of amendment 2.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is a consensus on a revised proposal at the Council, following the Coreper meeting on 29 April 2009.

Outlook for adoption of the proposal: The Council has adopted the proposal on the 18 May 2009.
