Commission’s position: The Commission cannot accept the amendment adopted by the European Parliament.
The Commission is not in favour of re-establishing aid for private storage of cheeses. These schemes have been abolished by the Council as part of the Health Check package. Support for these high value products is no longer appropriate. The schemes are not considered to be cost effective and have a very limited scope and effect.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The Commission does not intend to present an amended proposal.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: The Council is likely to adopt the proposal in October 2009.
