Commission’s position: The Commission cannot accept the amendments for the following reasons:

The proposal for extending the scope of Article 186 of the Single CMO has been made in view of the increasing price volatility on the dairy market. Also in cases of market disturbances linked to significant price fluctuations after 31 March 2011 the Commission should be enabled to take the necessary measures.

The Parliament is currently informed on a regular basis about the proceedings of the Committees referred to in Article 195 in accordance with Article 7(3) of Council Decision 1999/468/EC.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The Commission does not intend to present an amended proposal.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: Adoption by the Council is expected in November 2009.
