Commission’s position: The Commission can accept some of the amendments adopted by the European Parliament.
The Commission can accept in principle the amendment to Article 6, paragraph 2 (Amendment 4) which makes the exercise of powers of inspection in the requested Member State by officials of the applicant Member State subject to an agreement between the Member States concerned. The Commission has indeed accepted it in the Council compromise text.
The Commission cannot accept the other amendments, either because they do not sufficiently take into account cost effectiveness considerations (Amendments 2, 3 and 6) or interfere with the internal organisation of the Member States (Amendment 1) or do not add anything new to the existing legislation or to the Commission proposal (Amendments 5, 7, 8 and 9).

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The Commission will not introduce an amended proposal.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: On 19 January ECOFIN reached unanimous agreement on a general approach on the draft directive. The directive will be adopted at a forthcoming Council meeting.
