Commission's position:
The European Parliament has approved the proposal for a Council Regulation as amended on 7 July 2010. These amendments adopted on 7 July could not take into account the political agreement reached on 6 September between the Council and the European Parliament. The text of the Council regulation should be made consistent with the amended text of the European Parliament and the Council regulation as adopted by the Parliament on 22 September. The Commission accepted all the amendments of the European Parliament.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as only the Council is involved in the formal adoption procedure and will need to decide by unanimity.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: The Council is expected to adopt the proposal in November 2010.
