Commission's position: The Commission accepts the amendments adopted by the European Parliament.
In response to a request by Moldova on 23 June 2009 for EU macro-financial assistance, the Commission proposal of June 2010 is that the European Union shall make available to the Republic of Moldova macro-financial assistance in the form of a grant of a maximum amount of EUR 90 million, with a view to supporting the Republic of Moldova's economic stabilisation and alleviating its balance of payments and budgetary needs, as identified in the current IMF programme.

The resolution of the European Parliament adopted on 7 September in the first reading is based on the Commission proposal, with amendments that reflect the outcome of the informal discussions between Commission, Parliament and Council.
