European Parliament legislative resolution on the proposal for a regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council setting emission performance standards for new light commercial vehicles as part of the Community's integrated approach to reduce CO2 emissions from light-duty vehicles

Commission's position: The Commission can accept all amendments adopted by the European Parliament.

The text adopted by the European Parliament is identical to the compromise text agreed during informal trilogue meetings that took place in November and December 2010. The main elements of the agreement are the following:

· Delay of phase-in of the first target of 175g/km by one year to 2017 with 70% mandatory compliance in 2014, 75% in 2015, 80% in 2016.

· Long-term target for 2020 is set at the level of 147g/km, this target is subject to confirmation of feasibility in 2013 on the basis of the updated impact assessment results. The modalities for reaching this target and aspects of its implementation, including the excess emissions premium, will also be defined as part of the review.
· Decrease of the Excess Emission Premium from €120 to €95 per g/km which is similar to the premium set for passenger cars in Regulation (EC) 443/2009.

· Prolongation of super-credits for vehicles emitting below 50g/km by 2 years with the following multipliers: 3.5 in 2014, 3.5 in 2015, 2.5 in 2016 and 1.5 in 2017. However, in order to prevent compromising the environmental ambition of the regulation, the cumulative number of registrations per manufacturer qualifying for a super-credit over this 4-year period is capped at 25 000.

· Inclusion of a 5% credit for E85 vehicles in 2014-15 subject to certain conditions regarding supply of the fuel in a Member State where the van in registered, and subject to the fuel complying with the sustainability criteria.

· Inclusion of vehicles of N2 and M2 categories into the scope of the regulation through the ordinary legislative procedure in view of the 2020 target.

· Start of the monitoring of CO2 from vans as of 2012 which is 1-year delay as compared to the Commission proposal due to adaptation to the timing of adoption.

· Updated annex on monitoring as proposed by the Commission.

· Multi-stage vehicles (vehicles completed in stages) to be included in the scope of the regulation from the year of its entry into force. The Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) will be responsible for CO2 of completed vehicle. The Commission will set out new procedure by the end of 2011 taking into account the criteria set out in the annex.

· Adaptation of the text to the new Treaty.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and the Council, endorsed by the Commission.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: Political agreement has been reached on 15 December 2010. The Council is expected to formally adopt the compromise text in spring 2011.
