Subject: The objective of the Proposal tabled by the Commission in July 2009 is to adapt the Regulation to changes in Union law that have come into force since it was adopted. The proposed amendments establish a link and provide a legal basis for cooperation between FRONTEX and the Immigration Liaison Officers (ILO) networks, promote the use of ICON et (a web-based secure IT platform) and rationalise the reporting system related to the activities of established ILO networks, ensuring also that EP and Council are properly informed.

Legal basis: Article 79(2)(c) and Article 74 of the TFEU

Competent Parliamentary Committee: Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs (LIBE)

Commission's position: The Commission accepts all the amendments adopted by the European Parliament.
The four compromise amendments put forward in the resolution entail: referring to the participation of other bodies such as EASO and UNHCR in immigration liaison officers' network meetings; referring to the exchange of information regarding asylum seekers' access to protection and referring to a human rights based approach in relation to the semestrial reporting on the activities of the networks and in relation to the Commission's summary based on those reports. The amendments to the Proposal are within the scope of the original Proposal as adopted by the Commission.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The legislative resolution of the European Parliament reflects a compromise agreed between the Council and the EP and was endorsed by COREPER on 1 December2010. Thus the Proposal would be adopted by the Council as an "A" point probably in March 2011.
