Subject: Repeal of Council Regulation (EC) No 1964/2005 on the tariff rates for bananas is a technical Regulation required in relation to the Geneva Agreement on Trade in Bananas entering into force. By the repeal, the Regulation establishing the currently existing banana import tariffs will be abolished. The amendment requested by the EP is also a technical one and concerns the date of entry into force of the draft Regulation. This date was left blank in the Commission's proposal as by the time of the adoption of the proposal, the GATB was yet to be signed so the entry into force of it was unknown as was therefore unknown also the date of entry into force of the draft Regulation.
