The Commission regrets that the wording in recital 20 on consultations does not fully reflect the Common Understanding on delegations of legislative power under Article 290 of the TFEU".

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The proposal was adopted by the JAI Council on 27 October 2010.
