Commission's position: The Commission accepts all the amendments adopted by the European Parliament.
As regards the issue of correlation tables, the Commission is ready to accept an agreement between the co-legislators, which could be reached without prejudice to future obligations to provide for correlation tables in relation to other legal acts.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The Commission will not present a modified proposal.
10.
Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The Council has already indicated the support to the measures proposed by the Commission and it is also ready to support the minor amendments adopted by the EP. However, the Council is not ready to accept the provisions proposed by the Commission that would make correlation tables compulsory, while the EP is very firm on this issue. This situation is blocking a rapid adoption of the proposal. Probably, the Council will not take any formal position on the EP resolution at 1st reading at this stage, and wait until an horizontal agreement on correlation tables is reached.
