Commission's position: The resolution is acceptable to the Commission in general terms. Many amendments proposed by the Parliament are fully or in principle acceptable to the Commission, but not all of them can be supported by the Commission.

Acceptable amendments:

Amendments 1, 2, 3, 15, 27, 29, 32, 35, 48, 50, 55, 80, 92, 113 which strengthen, reaffirm or clarify the provisions of the proposed Directive.

Amendments acceptable in part or subject to redrafting:

Amendments 6 and 7 after redrafting in order to clarify the specific situation with Lithuania, Slovakia and Bulgaria.

Amendment 18 – only the part in respect to the Implementing Geological Disposal Technology platform.

Amendment 19 after redrafting in order to clarify the role of research, as well as of retrievability and reversibility.

Amendment 26 – only the part in respect to the local authorities and the public.

Amendment 34 – only the part in respect to the highest level of safety.

Amendment 38 – only the part in respect to the spent fuel from military activities permanently transferred to civilian activities.

Amendment 39 – only the linguistic change reaffirming that disposal is included.

Amendments 49, 78, 82 and 130 aiming at moving the safety case provisions from Art. 8 to other relevant articles.

Amendments 68 and 101 after redrafting in order to reaffirm the financial provisions.

Amendment 92 aiming of enhancing the scope of the quality assuring.

Amendment 99 after redrafting in order to reflect the outcomes of the peer reviews.

Not acceptable amendments:

Amendments 4, 9, 10, 12, 20, 21, 24, 25, 31, 40, 44, 54, 65, 71, 77, 79, 81, 84, 100, 122, 127 and 131 which are outside the legal basis and/or the scope of the proposed Directive.
Amendments 41, 42, 46 and 134 as they are not in line with definitions already established in the European legislation or the Joint Convention on the Safety of Spent Fuel Management and on the Safety of Radioactive Waste Management concluded under the auspices of the IAEA. 
Amendments 28, 51, 61, 62, 74, 87, 93, 95 and 128 which would entail a change of the context.
Amendments 56, 57, 58, 63, 67, 69, 70, 83, 85, 88, 89, 90, 91, 94, 96, 97, 98, 106, 146 which are too prescriptive and unbalanced for the purpose of the proposed legal instrument.
Amendment 11, as the follow-up action it refers to is reflected in the Commission Recommendation of 24 October 2006 on the management of the financial resources for the decommissioning of nuclear installations, spent fuel and radioactive waste.
Amendments 13, 22, 23, 33, 45, 73, 76, 86, 103, 105, 107, 136, 137 whose content is either of repetitive or redundant nature. Amendments 5, 8, 17, 30, 36, 37, 43, 64, 66, 72, 102, 104, 110, 111, 121, 124, 132, 133, 135 and 138 due to their content being either technically inaccurate or not really relevant for the purposes of this Directive.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The Commission informed the Council orally on its position on Parliament's proposed amendments.
10.
Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: There is a de facto unanimity in Council on the text as finalised in the Atomic Questions Group on 27 June. The file is expected to be formally concluded in July.
