Commission’s position: The Commission can accept all amendments adopted by Parliament. The Commission made five declarations. The first concerns the procedure of adoption of implementing acts, the second relates to the use of implementing acts, the third is on product-design, the fourth is on specific derogations from the collection targets and the fifth is on Nanomaterials.
9.
Outlook for the Commission's opinion: The Commission is currently preparing its opinion.
10.
Outlook for adoption of the proposal: The amendments adopted by the European Parliament at 2nd reading are the results of the compromise package agreed by the European Parliament, the Council and the Commission. The Council is expected to accept the amendments from the European Parliament thus leading to adoption of the proposal at second reading.
