Legal basis: The legal basis for this Specific Programme is provided for by Articles 1, 2, 4 and 7 of the Euratom Treaty.

Competent Parliamentary Committee: Committee on Industry, Research and Energy (ITRE)

Commission's position: The Commission can accept part of the amendments adopted by the European Parliament.

The resolution is acceptable to the Commission in general terms. Majority of amendments proposed by the Parliament are acceptable to the Commission. There is one amendment that can be only partly accepted.
Acceptable amendments:

Amendments 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 10, 11, 12, which strengthen, reaffirm or clarify the provisions of the specific programme. In particular, the JRC accepts the Parliament's amendments which strengthen the JRC role in nuclear safety, decommissioning and waste management.

Amendments acceptable in part or subject to redrafting:

Amendment 9: The Commission notes the proposed deletion. The related programme will be reoriented in alignment with the other amendments, to address reference data on fundamental properties of actinides relevant to nuclear fuels and fuel cycles safety including waste management and disseminating this knowledge through training and education initiatives.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The Commission will inform the Council on its position on Parliament's proposed amendments.

10.
Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: Council's June 2011 agreement on the Euratom Framework Programme does not cover budget which must be agreed jointly with the Parliament as it requires changes to the financial perspective (2007-2013). If the funding for ITER is agreed, the file is expected to be formally concluded in December 2011.
