Subject: Creation of unitary patent protection
Regulation No 1257/2012 implementing enhanced cooperation in the area of the creation of unitary patent protection together with Council Regulation No 1260/2012 implementing enhanced cooperation in the area of the creation of unitary patent protection with regard to the applicable translation arrangements create the possibility for inventors to obtain unitary patent protection for 25 Member States (the Member States participating in the enhanced cooperation, i.e. all Member States except Spain and Italy) on the basis of one single application and at a reduced cost. This is done by creating the possibility to request unitary effect for European patents and by abolishing additional translation requirements (once the specification of the European patent has been published in accordance with Article 14(6) EPC).
