Commission’s position:
The Commission can accept in principle some of the amendments (4 and 24) related to data protection. It has and will defend their spirit during the negotiations in Council. However, the other amendments in this area (3, 6 and 25) do not add clarity but rather confusion and should thus be rejected.
The Commission considers that the proposed recital calling for the setting up a European fiscal union (amendment 1) is outside the scope of the proposal. The Commission however supports automatic exchange of information.
The Commission considers that the proposed recital on the setting up of a VAT forum (amendment 8) goes beyond the scope of the proposal and therefore cannot accept it as such in the proposal. The Commission however is currently discussing with Member States and traders on the setting up of such a forum in the framework of the follow-up to the Communication on the future of VAT.
The Commission can accept in principle certain amendments on the technicalities of the exchange of information between authorities (amendments 12, 26, 29).
It can however not accept amendments:
2, 5, 13, 14, 16, 19, 20, 22 and 28: they contain proposals for alternative wording that reduce the clarity of the proposal (just as amendments 3, 6 and 25, already mentioned above);
7, 10, 15, 17, 18 and 27: they are too detailed for a legislative act or are impractical;
9, 11, 21 and 23: they would weaken the proposal and make it less effective.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The Commission will not introduce a modified proposal.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: The text is in principal ready for adoption by Council; the only lacking requirement for formal adoption was the opinion of the European Parliament. Adoption expected by the end of April.
