Commission's position: The Commission can accept all the amendments introduced by the Parliament as they generally improve the Commission's original proposal without altering its spirit and objectives. They fully take into account the Commission's positions expressed during the legislative process. The final text of the Directive is a balanced and satisfactory outcome of the negotiations.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and the Council, endorsed by the Commission.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The European Parliament and the Council reached an agreement in the trilogue meeting of 6 June 2012. The Council adopted the proposal on 4 October 2012 thus formalising the entry into force of the Directive.
