Commission's position: The Commission accepts all amendments apart from recital 16, which is not in line with the common understanding. Disregarding the issue of recital 16, the resolution fully reflects the outcome of the informal trilogue, in which the position of the Commission on all outstanding questions has otherwise been duly taken into account.
However, the Commission cannot accept the wording of recital 16 agreed by the co-legislators as it identifies specific bodies (European Statistical System Committee and ECB) to be consulted on the preparation of delegated acts.
Given that the inclusion of recital 16 contains elements that deviate from the Common Understanding, the Commission made the following statement at the COREPER meeting of 19 December 2012 and at the European Parliament plenary of March 2013:
"The Commission is of the view that Article 290 is to be interpreted as meaning that it is autonomous in the preparation and adoption of delegated acts. The standard recital on expert advice contained in the Common Understanding agreed between the three institutions is a reflection of this interpretation. The Commission therefore regrets that recital 16 deviates from the Common Understanding."

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and the Council, endorsed by the Commission.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The Council adopted its position on 22 April 2013.
