Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: Coreper on 30 May 2013 reached an agreement on the compromise text, as subsequently voted by the European Parliament. Hence, the Council is expected to adopt the regulation at the earliest possible stage, following the legal linguists' scrutiny. The date for adoption is still to be determined, but expected for September 2013.
