Commission's position:
Regarding the only contentious issue, the use of the comitology procedure for the adoption of the Memorandum of Understanding (MoU - the list of policy conditions), the Commission regards the use of the advisory procedure according to Article 2 paragraph 3 of the Regulation 182/2011
 as justified, since the assistance only concerns a limited amount.
Given the conflict between the Parliament and the Council on this sensitive issue, which blocks currently all MFA proposals and which requires a compromise solution between the two institutions, and given the justification of the use of the advisory procedure in the Commission proposal for the MFA Framework Regulation (COM(2011) 396), the Commission cannot agree with the amendment of the Parliament according to which a specific justification for the application of the Advisory Procedure is not necessary for the adoption of a MoU.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The Commission is above all interested in finding a solution as soon as possible regarding the conflicting views of the Council and the Parliament concerning the application of the Advisory or the Examination Procedure for the adoption of the MoU for Kyrgyzstan.
While the Commission proposed the exceptional application of the Advisory Procedure in the case of Kyrgyzstan, the Commission will continue to search for a compromise solution including alternative options.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: With the Council favouring the Examination Procedure for the MoU for Kyrgystan, the Council Presidency will either prepare the Common Position of the Council in first reading; or the Presidency will wait for the outcome of the conciliation procedure on the Commission proposal on MFA for Georgia where the same procedural problem arises. The MFA Decision for Kyrgyzstan could then be adopted in a "early second reading" by the Council in case a solution is found for Georgia.
