Commission's position: The Commission supports the compromise as voted by the Parliament on 20 November, with the exception of the provisions on consultation of experts in the preparation of delegated acts. It submitted the following declaration at the Parliament plenary on 19 November 2012:
"The Commission takes note of the agreement reached by co-legislators on Article 9(1) as well as the unanimity in Council. However, it recalls that Article 290 is to be interpreted as meaning that the Commission is autonomous in the preparation and adoption of delegated acts. The Common Understanding agreed between the three institutions is a reflection of that interpretation. Accordingly, reference to consultation of experts should be contained in a recital, not in the enacting terms. The Commission regrets that this principle was not respected and underlines that the present case cannot constitute a precedent".

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the Parliament and the Council, endorsed by the Commission, with the exception mentioned above.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The proposal was adopted by the Council on 11 December 2012.
