Brief analysis/assessment of the resolution and requests made in it:
The Parliament's Resolution agrees mostly with the outputs of the Commission Report on the Implementation and Effect of the Resale Right Directive (2001/84/EC)
. The Resolution is the Parliament's view to the various matters covered in this Report.

The main considerations of the Resolution follow the conclusions of the Commission Report. The European Parliament recognises that the resale right accounts for only a very small part (0.03 %) of the art market while it considers this to be an important market from which artists and their heirs should receive fair remuneration. It also notes that art market studies and statistics included in the Commission Report do not suggest that the resale right has a detrimental impact on the location of the art market or its turnover.

The Parliament considers it premature to reassess the Directive in 2014 as the Commission plans to do in its Report, and proposes that the reassessment be carried out in 2015 (four years after the assessment made in December 2011). It encourages the Commission, in its next assessment report, to reconsider the relevance of applicable rates, the thresholds, and the relevance of categories of beneficiaries as specified in the Directive.

In its Resolution, the Parliament welcomes the initiatives taken by third countries (China, USA) to introduce the resale right and urges the Commission to continue its efforts in multilateral fora to strengthen the European art market's position in the world.

The Parliament agrees that the Commission should work closely with stakeholders to strengthen the European art market's position and proposes that it should address problems such as the ‘cascade effect’ and the administrative difficulties faced by smaller and specialist auction houses and dealers.

Response to requests and overview of action taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:
The Commission welcomes the fact that the Parliament expressed a view on the issues set out in the Commission Report, and takes due note of the positions voiced by Parliament on the various subject-matters.

First, the Commission services are planning to convene a stakeholder dialogue on the improvement of the system of resale right collection and distribution in the EU. The first meeting will take place at the end of January 2013. The aim of the dialogue is to discuss practical solutions to the concrete problems faced by those involved in the payment and the administration of the resale right. It is recalled in this context that the Commission's proposal for a Directive on Collective Rights Management of 11 July 2011 is intended to apply in equal measure to collecting societies administering the resale right.

Second, the Commission will also pursue its commitment to persuading third countries to implement the resale right. Recital 7 of the Resale Right Directive mentions this international dimension. The Commission, in its bilateral relationships with third countries, includes systematically the introduction of the resale right as an element of the negotiation.

Finally, the Commission agrees with the Parliament to carry out the reassessment of the Directive in 2015. In doing so, the next assessment will be able to take into account more than 3 years of full implementation of the Directive in all Member States.
