Commission's position: The Commission can accept all amendments.

Two issues to be noted however: first, on the issue of implementing acts and cases where the co-legislators agreed that the "non-opinion" clause should apply without justifying this. The Commission indicated that it was not satisfied with the recital as proposed by the Council, based a solution already agreed in the context of Directive 2012/34/EU "railway recast", and that it would make a similar statement to the one made in the context of the adoption of that Directive.

Second, on "Non-ratification/ship risk factor", the Commission objected to the agreed compromise text on the ground that it simply offered a status quo and would not bring any further incentives, in particular to third countries, to ratify and implement the whole set of conventions. However, despite its preference for its original proposal and considering that the agreed text still contains an emphasis on the need for more detailed inspections of ships flying the flag of a State which is not a party to a Convention, the Commission will not stand in the way of an agreement and can accept the agreed compromise proposal.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The Council adopted the agreed compromise with the Parliament on 22 July 2013.
