Commission's position: The majority of amendments proposed by the Parliament are acceptable to the Commission.

Some amendments are acceptable subject to redrafting, clarifying that the emphasis of the proposed activities is on research aspects: Amendments 16, 60.
The Commission however cannot accept the amendments:

· introducing new objectives for indirect action research that fall beyond the scope of Euratom research (amendments 10, 26, 80),

· proposing the revision of the Euratom Treaty to increase the involvement of the Parliament in Euratom matters, as this is not within the remit of research programme (amendment 21),

· anticipating the interim evaluation of the Programme to May 2016 instead of May 2017 (amendment 66).

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The process is concluded, as the Council has already adopted the proposal.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: Council has adopted the proposal on 16 December 2013.
