Commission's position: The Commission can partially accept the amendments adopted by the European Parliament.
The Commission can accept the amendment reformulating the recital on the objective of delegated acts, i.e. "to ensure the efficient adaptation of certain provisions to reflect technical and scientific progress" (amendment 1) as well as the amendment limiting its power to issue delegated acts to three years with a tacit extension clause (amendment 4). However, the Commission would prefer to see the three years extended to five or even seven years.
By contrast, the Commission cannot accept the amendments that oblige the Commission to submit a legislative proposal (amendments 2 and 3). The Commission could possibly accept these amendments subject to the following reformulation: "the Commission shall no later than 31 December 2015 review the effectiveness of the measures laid down in this Regulation and may, if it deems it appropriate, accompany this review with a legislative proposal for ensuring the protection of cetaceans".

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The Commission is waiting for the Council's first reading position.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The Council is still analysing the European Parliament's amendments.
