Commission's position: The Commission accepts part of the amendments adopted by the European Parliament.

The Commission can accept the majority of the amendments, some of them subject to redrafting.
The Commission can, however, not accept amendment 6, which obliges the Commission to adopt delegated acts in order to amend targets and reference levels set out in Articles 5, 6 and 7 and to consult both STECF and RAC at each such occasion. Such an amendment cannot be supported, because such an obligation limits the Commission's autonomy in preparing delegated acts.
The Commission could accept amendments 5, 7 and 11 subject to redrafting.
9.
Outlook for amendment of the proposal: With a view to supporting rapid progress in the Council framework, the Commission intends to draw the Council's attention to the Commission's position on Parliament's first reading amendments orally.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The Council is not expected to accept all the amendments of the European Parliament.

The Council has a general opposition on a point of principle, claiming that several measures foreseen in the regulation qualify as "fixation of fishing opportunities" and thus fall within the exclusive competence of the Council under Article 43.3 TFEU.
