Background of the Resolution:

The Resolution forms a contribution by the European Parliament to the ongoing international debate on the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) and what should follow after their target year of 2015 (the “post-2015 framework”). This UN-led process calls for the active participation of all stakeholders worldwide. Furthermore, the Resolution forms the Parliament’s response to the Commission’s Communication “A Decent Life for All” (February 2013).

Brief analysis/assessment of the resolution and requests made in it:

The Resolution of the European Parliament including its recommendations are in line with the policy line taken by the European Commission on the follow-up to the MDGs and the Rio+20 Conference on Sustainable Development and the formulation of the post-2015 overarching framework, as expressed in the Communication “A Decent Life for All” and as taken forward in the associated Council Conclusions “The Overarching Post 2015 Agenda” (25 June 2013).
The Commission shares the ambitions of the Parliament as regards the post-2015 framework, notably:

· The aim to tackle poverty elimination and sustainable development as the imperative global priorities for the post-2015 agenda [§11];

· The aim to tackle poverty elimination and sustainable development within a single framework [§57];

· The need to make the new framework appropriate for global, regional, national and local realities [§96.a];

· The need for the post-2015 framework to be designed and implemented through a participatory process which involves developing, emerging and developed countries, ensuring that the new responsibilities and burdens generated are equally but justly shared between all countries [§96.b], as well as non-state actors including the private sector [§79-86];

· The need for the future agenda to be universal in terms of both its application and results and the responsibilities for its implementation, with a limited number of concrete targets and measurable goals [§96.c, §96.e];

· The need to adopt a more holistic approach that reflects the outcome and follow-up of the Rio+20 Conference on Sustainable Development [§4] and bring together the economic, social and environmental dimensions of sustainable development [§96.g];

· The concern to embrace issues of good governance, equality and peace and security in the post-2015 framework [§36-55; §96.d, §96.f];

· The need to address sustainability concerns [§56-62];

· The need for appropriate monitoring mechanisms and indicators [§75]; 

· The need to mobilise all resources for the implementation of the post-2015 framework, including at national level [§96.h], as well as for donors, including the EU, to meet ODA commitments [§63; 96.h.iv].

· The emphasis placed on implementing policy coherence for development [§96.h.v.; §96.j].

Response to requests and overview of action taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:

The Commission welcomes the resolution entitled "Millennium Development Goals – defining the post 2015 framework". It provides an important contribution to the on-going multi-stakeholder international debate on progress towards the MDGs and the shape of the post-2015 framework.
The resolution is very timely. On 25 September 2013, the United Nations holds a Special Event in New York on the MDGs. While principally designed to review progress towards the MDGs and consider how that progress might be accelerated, the Special Event will also look forward to 2015 and present a roadmap for the agreement of a post-2015 overarching framework.

Following the Special Event and taking into account its outcome, the Commission will consider the most appropriate next steps towards the development of further EU contributions to the international debate on the establishment of a post-2015 framework, to be agreed at a summit in September 2015, and looks forward to continued engagement with the European Parliament on this topic.
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
