Commission's position: The Commission rejects all amendments adopted by the European Parliament.
According to Article 18(4) of Regulation No 1290/2005, if the European Parliament and Council have not agreed on the financial discipline adjustment rate by 30 June, the Commission shall set the rate. Article 18(5) lays down that the Commission may propose an adaptation of the rate to the Council alone, which it may adopt by 1 December.

9.
Outlook for amendment of the proposal: Not possible. Since there was no agreement between the European Parliament and the Council by 30 June, the Commission alone will set the rate. In the autumn, the Commission may propose an adaptation of the rate to the Council alone.

10.
Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The Special Committee on Agriculture took note of the fact that it would not be possible for the European Parliament and the Council to reach agreement by 30 June and that the Commission would therefore be able to set the adjustment rate for 2013 in accordance with the provisions on financial discipline (Art. 18(4) of Regulation (EC) No 1290/2005).
