Commission's position: The Commission takes note of the European Parliament resolution, which refers to a proposal that is currently being withdrawn. A new Commission proposal to finance ITER activities was adopted in August 2013 to reflect the decision of the European Council to reintegrate ITER funding within the MFF. This proposal had a different legal basis (article 47 of Euratom Treaty) and aims at amending article 4 of the Council Decision establishing F4E with reference to the budget for the years 2014-2020. New articles 5a, on protection of Union's financial interests, and 5b, on mid-term review of the Decision, were inserted.
Acceptable amendments: none
Amendments acceptable in part or subject to redrafting:

Amendment 9: This amendment mirrors the decision of the European Council in February 2013 to reintegrate the funding of ITER within the next MFF. The new Commission proposal has been developed according to that decision.

Amendment 11: The Commission took note of the proposed mid-term review in its new proposal of Council Decision (new article 5b inserted in amending Decision 2007/198/Euratom). The reference mid-term date nonetheless has been modified to take into account the longer duration of the funding over a period of seven years and not anymore five years.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: The legislative procedure is closed as the Commission adopted a new proposal for a Council Decision which replaced this proposal.

10.
Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: The new Commission proposal for a Council Decision, replacing this proposal, has been adopted by the Council of the EU on 13 December 2013 and it has been published in the Official Journal of the EU on 21 December 2013
. Therefore, the proposal voted by the Parliament is currently in the withdrawal procedure.
