Commission's position: Overall the Commission welcomes the Parliament's amendments, a total of 134.

The Commission can accept in full a total of 96 amendments

The Commission cannot accept the following 13 amendments (grouped in 3 topics):

1. Amendment 62 and 7, 8. The Commission regrets that the Parliament has not supported its proposal to phase out bottom trawlers and gillnets engaged when targeting deep sea species as the status of deep sea stocks and ecosystems may be unavoidably damaged.
2. Amendment 73 and 4, 13, 74, 75, 82, 100, 123. The Commission persists in its simplification efforts with the reform chapter of the Common Fisheries Policy to manage fisheries with either effort or TACs.
3. Amendment 31 and 131. The Commission disagrees with deferring the identification of deep sea metiers.
On the 9 amendments concerning public availability (amendments 26, 35, 37, 40, 43, 53, 54, 117, 133), the Commission would accept subject to redrafting which clarifies the precise modalities, in particular rules necessary for the protection of commercial interest and personal data. There are 2 amendments (71, 5) where redrafting is needed to clearly indicate that there is no margin to apply de minimis provisions (landing obligations) for any deep sea species. Amendment 63 is partially acceptable subject to redrafting to bring in line with the reform CFP wording. Amendment 119 depends on the principle of providing financial assistance for changing gears. Other 2 amendments introducing an obligation for the Commission to consult specific bodies before adopting delegated acts (27, 42) should be redrafted as they are unacceptable for institutional reasons. Amendment 129 must be redrafted in order to safeguard the Commission's right of initiative. Amendment 70 is in principle acceptable subject to redrafting providing proper justification and safeguards as to the empowerment of Member States. Finally, 8 more amendments need redrafting for clarity, feasibility and coherence with the logic of the Commission's proposal (12, 28, 29, 30, 33, 39, 77, 121).

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: With a view to supporting rapid progress in the Council framework, the Commission intends to draw the Council's attention to the Commission's position on Parliament's first reading amendments orally.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: Awaiting Council 1st reading position.
