Acceptable amendments:

Amendments 9, 10, 14, 16, 17, 18, 20, 22, 24, 25, 29, 30, 31, 32, 34, 36, 37, 38, 39, 40, 41, 42, 43, 44 and 49 are acceptable and, most of them, broadly in line with the ongoing discussions in the Council (e.g. common safety criteria, clarification of scope, definitions and non-compliance procedure, etc.).
Amendments acceptable in part or subject to redrafting:

Amendments 5, 8, 12, 21(part2), 23, 26 and 28 are acceptable in principle subject to redrafting 
Not acceptable amendments:

Amendments 1, 2, 3 and 4 are not acceptable because they entail a change of the legal basis from the Euratom Treaty to the Treaty of the Functioning of the EU. The main objective of the proposal is to supplement the basic safety standards for the protection of the health of workers and the general public against the dangers arising from ionising radiations, which are laid down in Directive 96/29/Euratom.
Amendment 7 is not acceptable because the proposal is focused on transboundary transport and not on transports within a single Member State.
Amendment 11 is not acceptable as the proposed change of the definition is not justified.
Amendments 13 and 15 are not acceptable because they introduce wrong definitions.
Amendment 19 is not acceptable because it is out of scope.
Amendment 21(part 1) is not acceptable as it would lead to a conflict with the Financial Regulation.
Amendments 27 and 35 are not acceptable because they are partly incorrect or they duplicate already existing provisions.

Amendment 47 is not acceptable because Article 32 of the Euratom Treaty provides for a revision tool for legislation adopted under Article 31.

Amendment 48 is not acceptable because it is required in connection with Article 10.

Amendments 52, 53 and 54 are not acceptable because they go beyond the scope of the proposal.

Amendments 58, 59 and 60 are not acceptable because delegated acts are not appropriate tools for the purposes of this proposal.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: Considering the current situation in the Council, the Commission does not intend to adopt a modified written proposal at this stage. In the discussions with Council the Commission will take a positive view on those EP amendments which are considered acceptable and acceptable in part or subject to redrafting.

Outlook for the adoption of the proposal: The Regulation will be further discussed under the EL presidency.
