Brief analysis/assessment of the resolution and requests made in it:

"Parliament opposes adoption of the draft Commission regulation, considers that it is not compatible with the aim and content of Regulation (EC) No 1071/2009 and calls on the Commission to withdraw the draft regulation and submit to the committee a new list of serious infringements of the Union rules which may lead to the loss of good repute by the road transport operator"; (points 1-3)

Response to requests and overview of action taken, or intended to be taken, by the Commission:
The Commission proposal for a common classification of serious infringements of the EU road transport rules is in line with the mandate given by the legislator in the basic legal act. It is compatible with the content of the basic act and contributes to achieving its aim by allowing for a mutual recognition of serious infringements.

The Commission is examining possibilities of submitting an amended draft measure and will look carefully at the concerns of the European Parliament even if there are demands in the resolution of the Parliament which cannot be accommodated. Such is the case of the demand to address infringements of the national laws applicable to cabotage operations, as the classification operated by the proposed Regulation deals only with the relevant EU acquis.
