Commission’s position: The Commission can accept all amendments. The European Parliament's position maintains the same overall objectives as the Commission’s proposal to enhance the protection of seafarers and to reduce the exclusions, despite another balance found between the different provisions and the derogations than Commission’s proposal in order to take into account the specificities of the maritime sector.

9.
Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.

10.
Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: Political agreement has been reached on 13 May 2015. The Council has adopted its position on 18 September 2015.
