Commission's position: The Commission can accept the final compromise. However, the Commission has issued two declarations. The first expresses Commission's position on the question of the burden of proof (Article 6): the Commission regrets the deletion of a paragraph of its initial proposal on presumptions of fact or law. The second is a clarification of the Commission's understanding of a paragraph of the text concerning the right to remain silent and the right not to incriminate oneself (Article 7(6)).

9.
Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.

10.
Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: Political agreement has been reached on 27 October 2015. On 4 November 2015, the Coreper approved the compromise text agreed with the European Parliament. The Council adopted the proposal on 12 February 2016.
