The text provides for a significant extension of the scope of application of the European Small Claims Procedure and for its modernisation.

Outlook for amendment of the proposal: There is no need for a formal modified proposal, as there is already agreement between the European Parliament and Council, endorsed by the Commission.

Outlook for the adoption of Council's position: The Council adopted the proposal on 3 December 2015.
